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PURPOSE/MISSION
· To promote the acquaintance and fellowship of the women of the Province and seek to encourage their growth in Christian character and service.

· To formulate and present a program for the united effort of the Women's Fellowships of the congregations and to enlist their cooperation in carrying it out.

· To lend their assistance to the Provincial Elders' Conference or other boards of the Province, whenever called upon, towards the accomplishment of the work assigned to them.

· To further the cause of Christ and the Kingdom among the women of our Southern Province.

RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Custodians of:

· Pfohl Ministerial Fund:  for continuing education of ordained Moravian clergy serving under call in Southern Province (includes seminary students' extra educational needs and lay persons in Provincial Service)

· Seminary Student Emergency Fund:  for Southern Province approved candidates  (includes foreign Moravian students, under auspices of BWM) 

· Elizabeth N. Miller Scholarship Fund:  for travel scholarships for global delegates to the North American Women's Conference

· Hold annual Women's Spiritual Growth Retreat

· Hold annual Provincial Women's Meeting along with Bible and Mission Study Workshops in the fall

· Prepare and present budget, approved by PWB, to Women of the Province at the annual "Fall Celebration"

· Make annual donation to Salemtowne Endowment Fund from contributions collected from Women's Fellowships

· Provide assistance and publicize any special projects and needs of Salemtowne

· Appoint Southern Province women to Interprovincial Planning Committee for the North America Moravian Women's Conference---Host alternating Conferences in the Southern Province. 

· Interprovincial Women's Board - PWB President, Spiritual Life Chair, Mission Chair and Secretary represent the PWB Southern Province at IPWB annual meeting.  

· Work with  Northern Province members in selecting themes and finding authors for Bible Studies for Women's Fellowships

· Stock food for one day at the Mission Residence, along with $20 to assist in food purchases for missionaries on furlough  

· Participate in Yokefellow Prison Ministry by notifying Fellowships of their assigned dates for delivering cakes to Prison. 

· Gather information and schedules for Days of  Prayer to publicize to congregations and in The Moravian

· Publicize special Provincial projects and needs of Provincial and Interprovincial Boards to women of Province 

· Purchase and present communion sets to newly ordained ministers (gift of PWB and women of Province) 

· Assign a retired Moravian missionary to some of the Fellowships to remember them on special occasions

· Send quarterly newsletter to women of the Province 

ACTIVITIES SINCE LAST SYNOD:
· Pfohl Ministerial Fund:

· Increased maximum grants from $500 to $750

· 53 requests granted, totaling $22,330.00

· Pledged $1000 each year (for 3-year period) to the Ministers' Emergency Fund (Established by PEC) 

· Underwrote cost for up to 20 persons to attend "Lenten Quiet Days"

· Student Emergency Fund:

· 4 requests granted totaling $3452.96---2 requests granted totaling $1500 to pastors without a call

· Established $250 Book Fund credit per year at Moravian Book Shop for each Southern Province Student at Moravian Theological Seminary, and allowed same amount for PEC approved Moravian students at other Seminaries

· Raised amount of student Christmas gift from $100 to $150 

· 26 students received monetary Christmas gifts and Christmas cookies totaling  $3834. 

· Established the Elizabeth N. Miller Scholarship Fund to defray traveling expenses for women from other countries to North American Moravian Women's Conference-women of the Province raised $29,960.00

· Hosted reception at Mission Residence for overseas guests coming to area from  Moravian Women's Conference

· Moved PWB to Kremar House 455 S. Church Street

· Provided  food for 13 missionary families at the Mission Residence and gave gifts totaling $260 for food purchases 

· Made major changes in Fall Workshop (Fall Celebration) which increased attendance, 

· Contributed to better communication, fellowship and spiritual growth

· In process of collecting maps and directions to Southern Province Churches which will aid entire Province

· Furnished refreshments for Archie K. Davis Center Dedication 

· Established Quarterly Newsletter to send to Women's Fellowships to improve Communication

· Donated $100 to "September 11th Recovery"
