

REPORT TO THE SYNOD OF 2006



FLORIDA DISTRICT BOARD

PURPOSE/MISSION

The District Board was set up in order to initiate programs for the Moravian congregations, provisional congregations and fellowships in Florida. It has responsibility for the funds entrusted to it by the congregations, provisional congregations, fellowships, Provincial agencies, individuals and estates. It is responsible directly to the Provincial Elders’ Conference and it is not to take any action inconsistent with its policies or enactments of Provincial Synods or the charter of the Moravian Church, Southern Province.

RESPONSIBILITIES:  

It seeks to bring the Moravian family in Florida together for worship and for ministry.

ASSIGNMENTS FROM SYNOD 2002:

The main assignments out of the 2002 Synod were to administer the Immigration Assistance Program and the District Scholarship Program for the benefit of the people of the District. Both of these programs are funded by money that is managed in the Provincial office. 

ACTIVITIES SINCE LAST SYNOD:

We had our annual events: Youth Retreat and District Workshop usually with facilitators from other parts of the Province; Youth Rally and Harvest.

The four-year scholarship program completed a full cycle for the first time and about four young members were added annually.

The Immigration Assistance Program provided help for several more members. However, that help became more and more difficult especially after Sept. 11, 01 

The District Board instituted an annual award process where awards are given at the District Harvest Service. One area of our ministry is recognized at a time.

With some support from the Unity Board, we have expanded our effort to make our ministry in Florida more visible. There is a growing presence in the Newspapers, the TV and on Radio among others; enhanced by our website and 800 number.

We added one new Fellowship in the Broward area. 

FUTURE DIRECTIONS:

We are hoping to work with our congregation in Georgia on some things. Brother and Sister Moore have expressed a desire to work with us. 

We are hoping to work with the BEHM and the PEC in organizing a Mission Conference for our area so that we can better discern the way forward for probable outreach.

We are working on new emphases for assistance to immigrants.

We are already looking for new areas for outreach especially where there are growing pockets of Moravians

Our overall emphasis at advertising and marketing will continue.

We look to a time when there will be Moravian managed college/seminary level education in Florida.
