Moravian-Episcopal Dialogue

Our dialogue team has met once or twice a year during the intersynodal period, working primarily on efforts to understand mutually the doctrine and ministries of our two churches.  Our work is almost done on a paper entitled “Finding our Delight in the Lord.”

You will find it interesting that it concludes with this statement,   “We receive with thanksgiving the gift of unity which is already given in Christ.  In the words of the Moravian hymn, we give thanks:

‘What brought us together, what joined our hearts?

The pardon which Jesus, our High Priest, imparts;

‘tis this which cements the disciples of Christ, 

who are into one by the Spirit baptized.

Is this our high calling, harmonious to dwell,

and thus in sweet concert Christ’s praises to tell, 

in peace and blessed union our moments to spend

and live in communion with Jesus our Friend?

O Yes, having found in the Lord our delight

He is our chief object by day and by night;

this knits us together, no longer we roam;

we all have one Father, and heav’n is our home,’”

This paper will be circulated to our two churches(including especially the entities in each which are charged with leadership, and to any and all of our members desiring it) for study prior to our synods in 2010 and their General Convention in 2009. 

The “interim Eucharistic fellowship” approved by the last synods of our Moravian Church and by the last General Convention of the Episcopal Church in the U.S.A. has been implemented as our bishops and theirs have presided over several services of the Lord’s Supper and in several services which included Lutherans, Episcopalians and Moravians—members of three of the oldest and original Protestant Churches.

Dr. Don Frey, a member of Home Church and Professor of Economics at Wake Forest University, was added to our team during this intersynodal period.
