Purpose/Mission: Sunnyside Ministry is an emergency assistance agency established on November 26, 1978 by the Board of Evangelism and Home Missions of the Moravian Church in America, Southern Province. The purpose of Sunnyside Ministry is to assist materially and spiritually the residents of south central Forsyth and northern Davidson Counties who find themselves in crisis situations.  The goal is to help individuals and families avoid life-threatening situations brought on by financial crisis.  “The mission of Sunnyside Ministry is to follow Christ by providing hope through service to those in need within our community.”
Programs:
· Sunnyside has a food pantry and provides emergency grocery orders to our hungry neighbors.

· Sunnyside has a clothing closet and provides clothing and light household goods for people in need.

· Sunnyside provides emergency financial assistance with housing, fuel, utilities, medical, and other needs for people in life threatening situations.

· Sunnyside provides a free medical clinic twice each month at Trinity Moravian for children.

· Sunnyside provides a transitional housing program for Prodigal Community graduates.

· Sunnyside provides a college scholarship program for high school graduates from the target area.

· Sunnyside provides an adult literacy program. 

· Sunnyside provides a spiritual enrichment program at the Sunnyside Labyrinth Garden at Trinity Corner.
Recent Activities (There Were No Assignments From Synod 2002):
· The Sunnyside Scholarship Program is a seven-year old project.  Thirty-five young people have received financial assistance for college needs.  Eleven have received one-time special achievement awards.  Twenty-four have received $1,500 per year college scholarships.  Each of these scholarships has been enhanced with a lap top computer in the freshman year, summer internships, summer enrichment program assistance and other enhancement opportunities.               

· The Sunnyside Labyrinth Garden adjacent to our facility at 319 Haled Street is a grand addition to the Sunnyside campus.  This garden is intended to be a neighborhood-gathering place and is used by many groups and individuals for spiritual enrichment.  The entire Church community is welcomed to use this beautiful spot for any formal or informal event. 

· There has been considerable growth over the last few years in Sunnyside’s ministry, programs and budget.  Because of this growth BEHM recognized a need for more organizational support for Sunnyside Ministry.  Throughout 2004 plans to meet this need were studied and implemented in the creation of the Sunnyside Program Board (SPB).  Beginning in December 2004, under the authority of BEHM, this 15 member SPB now provides a broad and active leadership base to oversee and to direct all aspects of programs, activities and ministry at Sunnyside.  The SPB assumes responsibility for all matters related to the day-to-day management of the emergency assistance programs and the maintenance of all Sunnyside property.  The principles and procedures governing this new Sunnyside organization and oversight arrangement are clearly stated in the Bylaws of the Sunnyside Program Board as approved by BEHM on January 27, 2005. These bylaws are available from BEHM or Sunnyside Ministry upon request.        

Future Direction:  

The Sunnyside Program Board looks forward to strengthening and expanding Sunnyside’s existing ministries; Broadening the base of support provided by volunteers, Moravian and other Churches, and community groups; continuing to be a key partner in the emergency assistance network in Forsyth County, NC; exploring and developing ways to provide emergency assistance beyond our service area, to include needs from across the Province; Creating other avenues of support for our operating budget beyond the funding provided through the BEHM Budget.
