Working in covenant...
Synod is the highest constitutional body of a Province of the Moravian Church; but, far from being something rigid or abstract synod is people.  Quite simply, synod is a gathering of people -- Provincial ministry leaders, clergy, and elected delegates -- who have committed in the time leading up to synod and during the synod itself to listen for and consider what God’s vision for our Province may be.  At its heart synod functions as these committed people in relationship -- to one another, their home church, the Province, and centrally to Christ.  

The word that describes it best is “covenant.”  

The 2010 Synod will lean on our Moravian Covenant for Christian Living as a way of seeking God’s vision for us -- not only in our relationships to one another, our many congregations, and God; but to our communities, the world and the people in it as well (God’s mission and ministry for us). Therefore, at synod we will be in covenant with one another as we seek a renewed vision of Christian living and focus that God would have us covenant to as members of Christ’s body. 

Your delegate is a person in covenant...
Already, your congregation and elected delegate(s) have made a special covenant to Christ, each other, and our Province.  Your delegate is expected to be a dedicated member who lives with sufficient Christian maturity, and who is committed to the ministry of his/her congregation through worship, study, stewardship, evangelism, and service.  For synod, they have committed to pray before and during synod for God’s direction, spend necessary preparation time to understand the work and order of synod, use their talents and insights in special visioning groups, and give their time to the work, worship, and fellowship at synod.  

As a person in covenant with their church (not strictly a representative), delegates are asked to consider God’s will for congregations and the Province, but they are to vote their own conviction.  In this way, they satisfactorily honor all relationships by remaining open to how the Spirit might use their gifts and insights within the synod gatherings.  As a congregation in covenant, your church is asked to hold them in prayer and support them as they listen for what God lays on their heart.  

We hope that everyone will renew their own covenant and join with delegates in the process of covenanting with congregation, Province, and centrally with Christ. Please pray for the upcoming synod and especially your delegate(s) as their work will center around the four main sections of the Moravian Covenant for Christian Living – The Witness of the Christian Life (equipping the saints); The Witness of a Living Church (equipping congregations); The Witness of a Christian Citizen (serving others); Our Witness in the World (proclaiming the gospel). We eagerly anticipate the work they will do seeking the vision God has for our Province and its people.
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
