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The Provincial Elders’ Conference met 

on July 6 and 27, 2010. All members 

of the Conference were present for the meetings.  

Both meetings began with sharing of contacts 

with pastors and congregations followed by a 

time of intercessory prayer. 

 Various concerns and opportunities were 

discussed related to congregations, fellowships 

and personnel in the Province. The call process 

is ongoing at Advent and Moravia. The Rev. 

Walter Bishop has accepted the call to serve as 

pastor of the Hopewell congregation and was 

installed on Sunday, August 1. PEC received and 

accepted the Rev. Wally Yarbrough's request to 

retire from the active ministry of the Moravian 

Church, effective August 1, 2010. Bro. 

Yarbrough has served as pastor of Friedland, En-

terprise and Canadensis (Northern Province).  

Much gratitude was expressed for Bro. 

Yarbrough's decade of pastoral service in our 

Province and in the larger Moravian Church. The 

Rev. Jim Newsom, Jr. requested and was granted 

an additional 30 days of medical leave of ab-

sence from his pastorate at the King congrega-

tion. Bro. Envoy Hodgson was reappointed as 

Provincial Acolyte serving as pastor of the Palm 

Beach congregation. Citing the Book of Order 

age limitation (65) for election as President of 

the PEC, Bro. Burkette requested and was 

granted permission to retire from the active min-

istry of the Moravian Church, effective Decem-

ber 1, 2010. Bro. Burkette concludes 41 years of 

active ministry having served at Olivet, Home, 

Fairview, Salem Academy and College, and 

most recently as President of the PEC since 

2006. 

 PEC received progress reports on the 

work of the Structure Implementation Steering 

Committee and the Planning Committee for the 

stated Synod of September, 2010. The Board of 

Cooperative Ministries held an organizational 

meeting on July 31. All 13 of the Regional Con-

ferences of Churches have met at least once, 

some more than once. The PEC considered a 

possible resolution to forward to Synod re-

garding revision of the Book of Order, as well 

as a resolution regarding the possible forma-

tion of a Limited Liability Corporation (LLC) 

for Laurel Ridge (a recommendation of the 

study committee appointed by PEC to explore 

options for placement of Laurel Ridge and 

Sunnyside in the new provincial structure). 

PEC also considered a report from the Provin-

cial Financial Board on the status of congrega-

tions with regard to Provincial Share payments 

and implications for their Synod credentials. 

Sr. Becky Cook was appointed as Vice-Chair 

of the Synod Committee on Government 

(Bishop Graham Rights is chair). PEC ac-

knowledged and entered into PEC's meeting 

minutes resolutions adopted by the Board of 

Evangelism and Home Missions and the Board 

of Christian Education at their final board 

meetings naming the new Board of Coopera-

tive Ministries as the "successor organization" 

to BEHM and BCE and their respective minis-

tries. 

 The Rev. Russell May met with PEC to 

discuss a proposal for possible formation of an 

intentional missional community in the South-

side area of Winston-Salem. PEC also dis-

cussed information and developments related 

to the Sierra Leone mission. 

 The Anti-Racism Team, now renamed 

the Moravian Team on Racial Reconciliation, 

is sponsoring a screening for the Moravian 

Ministry Association of the film, "Traces of 

the Trade", at the August 5 meeting of the 

MMA. A public screening will be offered that 

evening at 6:30 at the historic St. Philips 

Church in Old Salem. "Traces of the Trade: A 

Story from the Deep North" is a documentary 

of a New England family's response to discov-

ering that their ancestors were the largest slave 

traders in U. S. history. The Moravian Team 

will be one of the sponsors of a program on 

August 6, 10:00 a.m.-Noon, "Addressing Sys-

temic Racism" at Christ Moravian Church in 

Winston-Salem. 

 Various other matters related to pro-

vincial administration, congregational life and

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Implementation Steering 

Committee Update 
 

During July, the Implementation Steering Com-

mittee continued its focus and follow-up of the 

Regional Conferences of Churches. Most Re-

gional Conferences have had two meetings and 

made plans for their third. All Regional Confer-

ences have elected their representative to the 

Board of Cooperative Ministries. It has been ex-

citing to attend some of these meetings and see 

the fellowship, excitement and cooperation that 

has been displayed. Some Regional Conferences 

have scheduled joint worship services, love-

feasts and service projects while others are plan-

ning joint mission projects.   

 The first meeting of the Board of Coop-

erative Ministries was held on Saturday, July 31 

at the Archie K. Davis Center from 11:00 a.m. 

to 3:00 p.m.. The Implementation Steering Com-

mittee facilitated this meeting which took the 

form of an orientation to the work of the Board 

of Cooperative Ministries. The Board will ulti-

mately consist of 27 members made up of the 

President of the Provincial Elders’ Conference 

plus a representative of each Regional Confer-

ence (13) and an equal number (13) appointed 

by the Provincial Elders’ Conference. The Pro-

vincial Elders’ Conference has appointed four 

members from each of the current Board of 

Evangelism and Home Mission and the Board of 

Christian Education. They are: Rev. Matthew 

Allen (Oak Grove), Rev. Jon Boling (Ardmore), 

Don Britt (Covenant), Ruth Burcaw (Unity), 

Paula Hall (King), Rev. John G. Rights (New 

Philadelphia), Tim Ward (New Philadelphia) 

and Katherine Wilkerson (Raleigh). The PEC 

has reserved appointing five members until after 

Synod in order to appoint individuals that may 

have specific gifts and skills appropriate to help 

the Board of Cooperative Ministries to carry out 

the strategic plans developed by Synod. 

Representatives from the Regional Con-

ferences of Churches are: Dan Springs, Marian 

Carter (First Greensboro); Florida Springs, Ha-

zel Hooker (New Hope); Mount Ararat, Tony 

Hayworth (Grace); New Life, Adam Spaugh

White (Olivet); Peters Brook, Margie 

Lamb (Fries), Pilot Mountain, Arkon Stew-

art (Providence); Salem Creek, David Hol-

ston (Home); Salisbury Road, Sherry Ed-

wards (Friedberg); South Branch, Ginny 

Tobiassen (Konnoak Hills); South Wacho-

via, Scott Whittington (Union Cross); Sun-

rise, Brad Hudson (Christ the King); Yad-

kin View, Scott Venable (Fairview).  

 We continue to consider our Prov-

ince to be a community in transition, and we 

ask for the ongoing prayers of the Province 

during this process.  We also continue to 

find confidence in the watchword for the 

date we began our work: Surely I know the 

plans I have for you, says the Lord, plans 

for your welfare and not for harm, to give 

you a future with hope.

Property and Liability Insurance – I am 

pleased to announce that we have again re-

ceived a competitive proposal and have re-

tained Ascension Insurance Agency as our 

agent and Philadelphia Insurance as our pri-

mary insurance carrier for 2010-2011. Overall 

we received another decrease in rates. 

Churches participating in our provincial insur-

ance program were billed for the first fiscal 

quarter at the old rates and will be receiving a 

credit on next quarter’s billing to reflect our 

lower premium costs. We also renewed our 

workers compensation coverage with the Ac-

cident Fund, and due to some very competi-

tive bidding for this coverage, we again re-

ceived an overall decrease in rates for next 

year. Unfortunately, our workers compensa-

tion claims experience continues to worsen so 

I am afraid our rates for next year may go up.
