on May 27 and June 15, 2010. All

members of the Conference were present for
the meeting on May 27. Sister Hurt was visit-
ing Moravians in the Czech Republic and Si-
erra Leone and thus was unable to attend the
meeting on June 15. Both meetings began
with sharing of contacts with pastors and con-
gregations followed by a time of intercessory
prayer.

Various concerns and opportunities
were discussed related to congregations, fel-
lowships and personnel in the Province. The
call process is ongoing at Hopewell, Advent
and Moravia.

PEC received progress reports on the
work of the Structure Implementation Steer-
ing Committee and the Planning Committee
for the stated Synod of September, 2010. At
the recommendation of the Implementation
Steering Committee PEC made initial ap-
pointments of some members to the newly
formed Board of Cooperative Ministries
(BCM). Initial appointments included four
members from the current Board of Christian
Education (the Rev. John G. Rights, the Rev.
Matthew Allen, Sr. Paula Hall and Sr. Ruth
Burcaw) and four members from the current
Board of Evangelism and Home Missions
(Bro. Don Britt, the Rev. Jon Boling, Sr.
Katherine Wilkerson and Bro. Tim Ward).

The BCM will have an organizational meeting

on July 31. All 13 of the Regional Confer-
ences of Churches have met at least once,
some twice.

Bro. Gil Frank met with PEC and Bro.
Gary Kniskern to discuss a proposal for
Synod to consider regarding revision of the
Book of Order. Ordained personnel currently
serving under call to the BCE and BEHM
have accepted calls to continued provincial
service with the new Board of Cooperative
Ministries effective with the convening of the
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September Synod.

The PEC reviewed and discussed the
report from the Laurel Ridge/Sunnyside Study
Committee and agreed with the recommenda-
tion of th? Committee that Laurel Ridge and
Sunn%/s?de sfolifrthtish oréglr%zationally

under the oversight of the Board of Cooperative
Ministries in the new provincial structure. Vari-
ous other recommendations are still under re-
view for possible implementation.

Progress on planning for the September
Synod was discussed, including actions of the
Planning Committee which met on June 3. PEC
also discussed the Provincial Financial Board's
report on congregations which are delinquent in
payment of provincial share for 2009 and/or
other congregational expenses.

PEC accepted an invitation to send a
representative to the October meeting of the Sa-
lem Presbytery of the Presbyterian Church,
USA, and agreed that the representative should
be from among PEC members to be elected at
the September Synod.

Various other matters related to provin-
cial administration, congregational life and pas-
toral service were discussed and responded to as
appropriate, including a report from the Mora-
vian-Lutheran Coordinating Committee, the
Benefits Committee of the Petree Fund and a
report from the Rev. David Guthrie on his re-
cent visit with the Palm Beach congregation.
The next scheduled meetings of the PEC will be
on July 6 and 27, 2010.
