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The Provincial Elders‘ Conference met 

on May 18, 2010. All members of the 

Conference were present for the meeting which 

began with sharing of contacts with pastors and 

congregations followed by a time of intercessory 

prayer. 

 Various concerns and opportunities were 

discussed related to congregations, fellowships 

and personnel in the Province. The call process is 

ongoing at Hopewell, and the Rev. Doug Kear-

ney (on loan from the Evangelical Lutheran 

Church in America) has been appointed as In-

terim Senior Pastor at Home Church. Bro. Kear-

ney will be installed on June 6. Bro. Dan Conrad 

has been called to temporary provincial service 

and concluded his pastorate at Advent on May 1. 

The PEC is grateful for Bro. Conrad's service at 

Advent over the past five years. Sister Ramona 

Spencer has been called to temporary provincial 

service and concluded her pastorate at Moravia 

on May 1. PEC expresses appreciation to Sr. 

Spencer for her four years of service at Moravia. 

Bro. Craig Atwood has been called to serve on 

the faculty of Moravian Theological Seminary as 

the Charles D. Couch Associate Professor of Mo-

ravian Theology and Ministry. Bro. Atwood will 

begin his work at the Seminary this coming fall. 

 PEC received reports on the work of the 

Structure Implementation Steering Committee 

and the Planning Committee for the stated Synod 

of September, 2010, including review of the pre-

synod meeting of all Synod delegates which was 

held on May 1 at Kernersville Moravian Church. 

At the recommendation of the Implementation 

Steering Committee PEC is proceeding with ini-

tial appointments of some members to the newly 

formed Board of Cooperative Ministries (BCM). 

Initial appointments will include four members 

from the current Board of Christian Education 

and four members from the current Board of 

Evangelism and Home Missions. It is anticipated 

that the BCM will have an organizational meet-

ing in late July. Initial meetings of the Regional 

Conferences of Churches are scheduled and un-

derway. PEC determined that the convening of 

Synod on September 9 will be the official effec-

tive date for the new provincial Rules and Regu-

lations as adopted by the Special Synod of 2009; 

however, planning for the 2010 Synod and transi-

tion to the new provincial structure between now 

and September 9 will be made based on and in 

accordance with the new Rules and Regulations as 

adopted by the 2009 Special Synod. Resolutions 

for the 2010 Synod which are received in the PEC 

office before the deadline of August 2 will be for-

warded to all Synod delegates and appropriate 

committees. PEC discussed and approved the PEC 

report to the 2010 Synod. 

 PEC received and approved proposed 

Rules and Regulations for the Mt. Bethel congre-

gation and discussed various questions and con-

cerns from different congregations in the Prov-

ince. 

 It was the recommendation of the Unity 

Board that a current member of the PEC be ap-

pointed to serve on the Unity Board for the Octo-

ber meeting, since a new PEC President to be 

elected at the September Synod will not begin ser-

vice officially until November 1, 2010. In re-

sponse to the recommendation, PEC appointed 

Sister Donna Hurt to represent the Southern Prov-

ince at the Unity Board meeting in Alberta, Can-

ada this coming October. PEC also reviewed ap-

plications and approved several grants in aid from 

the Ader Young People's Education Fund. Bishop 

Gray was affirmed for his willingness to accept 

the Unity Board's request for him to consecrate 

two Presbyters in the Czech Province in June. Bro. 

Hermann Weinlick, Ecumenical Officer for the 

Northern Province, will represent both the North-

ern and Southern Provinces at the General Assem-

bly of the Presbyterian Church (USA) in July, 

2010. Bro. Burkette will attend the Synod of the 

Northern Province in Bethlehem, PA as an Advi-

sory Delegate, June 17-21, 2010. 

 Various other matters related to provincial 

administration, congregational life and pastoral 

service were discussed and responded to as appro-

priate. The next scheduled meetings of the PEC 

will be on May 27 and June 15, 2010.

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Walking to Bethlehem by  

Christmas 
 

Walking to Bethlehem, a faith-based virtual 

walking program designed to get people moving 

toward a healthier life style, is being planned for 

this Fall. All faith communities are welcome to 

participate in this 12-week wellness program, 

which is being organized by the Congregational 

Nurse and Health Ministry Program of the 

Shepherd‘s Center of Greater Winston-Salem. 

 It is 6,175 miles from Winston-Salem to 

Bethlehem of Judea. Your congregation will log 

their miles as a group on a weekly basis. For little 

ones, and the elderly or disabled folks who cannot 

walk the distance, mile-points will be awarded for 

eating a fruit or vegetable, doing exercises in an 

armchair, reading a scripture verse, etc. There are 

many ways to alter the plan to make it fun and in-

volve everyone. 

 Each week there will be a scripture reflec-

tion and a mini geography lesson as you walk from 

Winston-Salem across the Atlantic Ocean, through 

Morocco, Algiers, Tunisia, Libya, and Egypt. You 

‗arrive‘ in Bethlehem in time for the birthday of 

our Lord Jesus Christ. 

 The start date for the walk is the week of 

September 27th, so that you arrive in Bethlehem by 

Christmas. Planning for this project begins soon. If

In the eve-

ning at 6.45pm we visited New Covenant Fellow-

ship in Palm Beach, where they worshiped in Span-

ish. I could feel the presence of God and the Holy 

Spirit through the different music and the messages 

of the Word of God. Rev. Guthrie also gave me a 

tour of the former sites of the Coral Ridge and 

Boca Raton Moravian Churches and shared some 

history about our work in Florida. 

 It was a hard journey but a marvelous time 

with God and the brothers and sisters in Florida.
