¢ Encourage interaction between generations where knowledge can be shared
from one generation to another.

e Provide fresh produce grown without pesticides to Sunnyside and any other
ministries in need.

e Design resources for children, youth and their families so that we might learn
the lessons the garden teaches us and follow the Way of Christ, which he
taught through his parables. We also would like to develop resources that help
us embrace the faith practices of Sabbath rest, gleaning, simplicity, generosity
and hospitality,

This ministry has received the blessing of the Salem Congregation Elders
and Trustees. Of course, participation of our church members of all ages is vital to
our fruitful success. You are invited to share in the labor and love of fellow garden-
ers, as we join in the garden every Tuesday evening between 6:00 p.m. and dusk.
No gardening experience is necessary!

Let us know if you know of an individual, a youth group, a family or group
of families, or a Sunday School Class who might want to join us for a more spe-
cific program and we will aim to meet them where they are. If you know of anyone
who might be interested in this ministry, please share this with them and we will be
glad to touch base with them.

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PEC REPORT.

FROM THE

The Provincial Elders’ Conference met ELDERS

on August 3 and 24, 2010. All mem-

bers of the Conference were present for the
meetings. Both meetings began with sharing of
contacts with pastors and congregations followed
by a time of intercessory prayer.

Various matters related to congregations,
fellowships and personnel in the Province were
considered, including the call processes under-
way at Advent and Moravia. The Rev. Christy
Clore requested and was granted a one-year
leave of absence from the ordained ministry of
the Moravian Church, effective October 18,
2010. Sr. Clore has served as Associate Pastor
for Young Adult Ministry at Home Church since
2007. PEC received and approved the Rev. Patty
Garner’s request for retirement, effective Sep-
tember 28, 2010. Gratitude was expressed for Sr.
Garner’s 12 years of ordained service to our
Province.

PEC continued to review the progress of
work by the Structure Implementation Steering
Committee and the Planning Committee for the
stated Synod of September, 2010. PEC also re-
ceived for consideration recommendations from
a self-assessment recently completed by the Lau-
rel Ridge Board as well as a report from the New
Church Development Committee (BEHM) on
the possible development of a new Spanish-
speaking congregation in the Miami area, based
on the preliminary organizational work of Illovis
Gonzalez and the Rev. Judith Justice at New
Hope Moravian Church (FL).

PEC agreed that by virtue of 2009 Unity
Synod action and the interpretation of that action
which was communicated to the Provinces of the
Unity by Unity Board President, the Rev. Dr.
Paul Gardner, the 2002 Unity Synod moratorium
on additional changes by the Provinces on poli-
cies related to the subject of "homosexuality and
the church" remains in effect until lifted by the
Unity Board or Unity Synod.

PEC also agreed that the PEC offices
would be closed on Monday, September 13, the
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day following adjournment of Synod, in order
to allow sufficient time to complete Synod
administrative tasks at Blue Ridge Assembly
in Black Mountain, NC.

Various other matters related to pro-
vincial administration, congregational life and
pastoral service were discussed and responded
to as appropriate, including approval of re-
vised Rules and Regulations for Macedonia
and St. Philips, discussion of the ministry of
the Come and Worship gathering and An-
thony's Plot intentional community ministry,
implementation of the Petree Fund and ap-
pointment of Sr. Gail Theard (Grace congre-
gation, Mt. Airy, NC) to the Board of the Mo-
ravian Ministries Foundation. The final sched-
uled meeting of the PEC prior to the Provin-

cial Synod will be on September 7, 2010.

From around the Southern Province

After years of planning, fund raising, and fi-
nally building, Clemmons is nearing comple-
tion of its new Christian Education building.
Dedication will be the Sunday morning wor-
ship at 10:30 a.m. October 10 with Br. Wayne
Burkette as presiding bishop. For long-range
planning, this was a honey of a project. The
building fund began October 2002 — that’s
eight years ago — with $124,000. After more
than $2.1 million in bills paid, the fund still has
almost $50,000 remaining. That’s a lot of con-
tributions in between. Rain drainage needs fix-
ing, and the cornerstone has no room for a box.
But the choir no longer has to hike up 29 steps
but can take the elevator on the way to service.

Like Clemmons, Ardmore has been fixing
rain drainage. Work on Ardmore’s 78-year-old
building includes waterproofing basement
walls, a new drainage ditch, better rain runoff,
and cleaned and repaired gutters. Much of the
work is being done by church members to keep
the cost to an estimated $5,500.

Vacation Bible School season seems to be
a big success again this summer in our
churches. Two examples: Home opened its
Moravian-heritage “Sing Happylujah, Praise
the Lord” to adults as well as children and had
an average attendance of 150 including 40 chil-
dren and youth. And King — always big in
Vacation Bible Schools — tallied 80 children
participating throughout the week with more
than 70 adults and older youth providing out-
reach ministry. Now that’s a good sign for the
future of the Moravian Church.

Offering nothing but its best to God, New
Hope (Newton) has installed a new organ in its
sanctuary. This culminates more than a year of
fund-raising during challenging economic
times. And Konnoak Hills will rededicate its
organ on September 5 after extensive repair
and upgrade.

The Village of Tobaccoville spiffy-ed up
its crossroads, which provided a new sign in
town: Mizpah Moravian Church, 2 miles
